Although the skills required to operate a three-wheeled
motorcycle are similar to those required for a two-
wheeled motorcycle, the licensing requirements are not
the same. To operate a three-wheeled motorcycle, you
must have a Class M motorcycle and one of two types
of license endorsements. To obtain the appropriate
endorsement, you must pass a knowledge and skills
test for a three-wheeled vehicle.

What kind of license do | need to operate a two-
wheeled motorcycle?

To operate a two-wheeled motorcycle only, you must
have a Class M motorcycle license.

What kind of license do | need to

operate a three-wheeled motorcycle?

To operate a three-wheeled motorcycle only, you must
have a Class M motorcycle license with a D endorse-
ment.

What kind of license do | need to operate both
two and three-wheeled motorcycles?

You must have a Class M motorcycle license witha C
endorsement to operate both two and three-wheeled
motorcycles.
